Example topic: Seasons

Connection: Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks: Life Science (Biology) Prek-2
Recognize changes in appearance that animals and plants go through as the seasons change. 

Example Context for Language Use: Students draw pictures and write words and phrases to describe the changes plants through the seasons.

Cognitive Function: Students at all levels of English Language Proficiency write about the changes in plants through the seasons. 

Domain: Writing

Level 1
Entering 

Draw pictures of each season (include key plants seen in each season) and copy and trace the name of each season. 

Level 2
Emerging 

Draw seasonal pictures from models or photographs and identify each season and key plant vocabulary by initial and final sound. 

Level 3 Developing 

Draw seasonal pictures from models or photographs and identify each season and key plant vocabulary with developing spelling. 

Level 4 Expanding

Draw and describe the seasons and plant changes using words or phrases with invented spelling. 

Level 5 Bridging 

Produce illustrated “stories” about how plants change in each season. 

Topic-related Language: Students at all levels of English language proficiency interact with and write grade-level words and expressions such as: fall, winter, spring, summer, leaves, flowers, tree, grass, buds
