	Listening/Level 4/ Expanding:
· Role play, dramatize, or reenact scenarios from oral reading.
	Academic/ Science/ Inclusion Support:
· “Jose” will communicate his understanding of science texts through oral presentations or role plays in 3 out of 5 assignments.  

	Speaking/Level 1/ Entering:
· Answer select WH questions within context of lessons or personal experiences.
	Speech and Language:
· Given instruction, modeling, and cues, “Jose” will answer WH questions and predict and infer information about a story or event with 80% accuracy across five therapy sessions.

	Reading/Level 4/Expanding:
· Identify specific Language of different genres and information texts.
	ELA-Reading:
· “Jose” will be able to differentiate between books that tell stories (literary) and books that are informational with 80% accuracy.

	Writing/Level 2/ Beginning:
· Extend “Sentence Starters” with original ideas.
	ELA-Writing:
· “Jose” will demonstrate the ability to write a sentence at least 8 words long, using familiar vocabulary, proper grammar, sentence starters, capitalization and punctuation.  “Jose” will organize his ideas in a way that makes sense for his purpose with at least 80% accuracy.
